He effectively
assisted the needs of the businesses and people in the class. We came out with ideas on how to organize, plan,
develop, expand, maintain andxat business

I went in as an educator. | came out personally changed with revolutionized concept of a Business Plan. Before this
course | believed Business Plans were static, cut in stone, something put together for the Banker and used to get a loan,
then ignored. Wow, was | living with a Stone Age Idea!! | learned that a business plan is a working machine. 1. It
needs to have its fluid levels check regularly. 2. The oil needs to be changed every 3,000 miles. 3. The time will come
when it needs a new transmission.

Let me translate:

1. We learned how to set measurable ¢ time oriented goals. Long term goals are supported by short term goals. Short

term goals are monitored at regular time intervals. When they are not meeting the time line set, step 2 takes over.

2. The action of the short term goal or the time span is changed to achieve the long term goal.

3. | had never heard of an exit plan for a business. It makes sense and it gives one control! When and how does one

close down the business? Decide this before you start the business. Dr. Swain gave us the skills to personally/privately
identify our emotional, physical and economical risk levels. Once we understood them we could set the thresholds for
leavingthebusiness.
